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THE HISTORY OF BREWING IN LASKO

The origins of brewing in Lasko can be traced as far back as medieval times. The result of brewing
various cereals with the added ingredients of Spices and sometimes even honey produced
a form of mead or ale. For the drink which today is known internationally as beer, 'we can thank
our Slavic forefathers who settled at that time in and around Lagko. ! 1 !

The founding of the modern brewing tradition in Lasko is attributed to Fran¢ Gayer, who,
in the year 1825, lingtigated a small brewery in the building which still stands today, now
the Hotel Savinja. Production was all by hand and governed very much by the seasons producing
beer only for consurption in and around Lagko. !

In 1866 the factory was bought by the Czech brewer
Larisch who expanded and modernise ] the brewery also
rebuilding on a new site and increasing output to
one million litres. After a run of various owners, the last
known to be Simon Kukec of Zalec, the brewery produced
beer which was also enjoyed as far as lndiia and Egypt.

The begining of this century saw the brewery fall on hard
times at the hands of shareholders who, during a period
of thirty years, let the business stagnate until final

- bankruptcy.

A group of Slovenian taverners decided to save the situation
by once again choosing Lasko as the finest location for
brewing in the centre of Slovenia and the grand opening

of a newly built brewery was on the 8" of December 1938.

After the devastation of the bombs and the occupation of the enemy the first boltle of beer
brewed after World War Il in Lagko was opened during the summer of 1946. From then on the
brewery has grown and expanded as has the demand for its product.

With the help of modérn technology and almost full automation. but steeped in the finest
of brewing traditions, ‘our present day brewery in Lasko produces beer of the highest quality
with a distinct aroma and widely respected laste. | '
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
